Highland Park High School reports a weighted and unweighted grade point average on the transcript.  We do not provide 
class rank but do offer a GPA Distribution for the graduating class as seen below.  Both grading systems include all courses 
taken with the exception of Physical Education and those taken Pass/Fail or Audit. Grades for all college prep courses are 
calculated on a traditional four-point scale with plusses and minuses.  Honors and Advanced Placement courses are given 
one additional bonus point that is reflected in the weighted GPA.
