COURSEBOOK DESCRIPTION/GOALS
This course is designed to solidify students’ knowledge of Hebrew grammar and vocabulary through reading, writing, and oral work.  Students’ vocabulary will be enriched through speaking, reading selections and listening activities focusing on Israeli history and contemporary topics.  The study of Israeli literature will also be an important component of the curriculum.  Students are expected to take an active role in class discussions /presentations and to use Hebrew as their primary means of communication.
The following are the primary goals for the year:

1. To develop competence in the skills of, speaking, listening reading, and writing in order to effectively communicate in Hebrew.  Students learn new structures and vocabulary in context, and then participate in activities that help them learn appropriate uses of the structure.

2. By the end of the year, students will be able to use the present an past tenses of the seven basic grammatical structures in Modern Hebrew (Binyanim).

3. Students will have an understanding of contemporary Israeli culture from Israeli sources such as newspapers, media, u-tubes, literature and music.

4. Students will develop an awareness and appreciation of diverse peoples and cultures and begin to understand how others view the world.
